24 UNIT BIBLE AND COMMUNITY MINISTRY CERTIFICATE CURRICULUM
AN APPLIED ACACEMIC PROGRAM
The 24 Unit Certificate Program trains students who will be and are serving as Christian Community Service participants.  Rigorous classroom and real time community and evangelism services and tasks are integrated into and throughout the courses.
This 24 unit certificate program may be taken on the main campus or at an approved off-site location. Upon completion of the 24 Unit Certificate, a candidate can apply those courses to the 48 Unit Advanced Bible and Community Ministry Certificate. The two sets of 8 certificate courses each are designed as part of the Patten Associate of Arts Degree and, as the candidate matriculates, the Patten Bachelor of Arts Degree B.A. program.  

A student is awarded the Bible and Community Ministry Certificate upon completion of this 24-unit program with a GPA of 2.0 or above and course work evidence that demonstrates attainment of the course and certificate program learning outcomes. 

LEARNING OUTCOMES
Supervised Praxis/Field Experience Component activities are integral to learning in each course.  Classroom to field experience ratio is 2 hours classroom to 1 hour field experience and reflection.

* Apply Bible, classroom-based and literature knowledge and skills and faith formation in practical Christian praxis and community develop activities
THE CURRICULUM
Prerequisite: PSS 103 Pathways to Success 3 units (nontransferable) taken either on-ground or online OR prior college work with “C” average or higher in a minimum of 3 semester units of college level critical skills courses e.g. English reading and composition, critical thinking, college math, argumentative writing, business or technical writing, expository literature, etc.
